Case Study: Fill n Fix (pothole repair)

Fill n Fix supply a tarmac replacement product for pothole repairs. It is a cold set, combining recycled aggregate and a polymer binder.

Traditional tarmac based road repairs have a failure rate of up to 80%, due to water ingress or poor adhesion to the existing road surface, some repairs last as little as 2 weeks. Fix n fill fills the pothole and sets hard in less than half an hour, and reduces failure rates, wasted time and material. It is more expensive to buy but reduces the overall costs of pothole repairs.

CO2Sense is working with Fill n Fix on trials with Leeds City Council, Hull City Council and Drewmark. We are now working to quantify the cost and performance benefits on the basis of the trials and working to facilitate future procurement of the Fill n Fix product.
